7. The use of Biobased Spray Foam Insulation System in attic assemblies under the
IRC 2003 Code must submit a Code Modification request to comply with the IRC
2006 Section R806.4 Un-vented Conditioned Attic Assemblies at time of plans
review.

8. The use of Biobased Spray Foam Insulation System shall be inspected by the project
superintendent and identified on the County’s Energy Envelope and Roof Covering
Certification for residential projects and will be inspected by County Inspectors on
commercial projects. Manufacturers’ installation instructions and a copy of ESR
Report No. ESR-1383 must be on site for either inspection.
