The purpose of the hearings is to obtain written and oral comments from the public concerning the proposed annual budget for Fiscal Year 2025 
as contained in the proposed fiscal plan, the proposed Calendar Year 2024 tax rates and fees, and the proposed Fiscal Year 2025-2030 County 
government Capital Improvement Program (CIP).

The budget synopsis is prepared and published for information and fiscal planning purposes only. The inclusion in the budget of any item or items 
does not constitute an obligation or commitment on the part of the Board of County Supervisors to appropriate or spend any funds for that item 
or purpose. The amount of funds listed in the synopsis of the proposed budget is subject to being increased or decreased or eliminated when 
the budget is finally adopted. The budget has been presented based on the estimates and requests submitted by the County Executive. There is 
no allocation or designation of any funds of this County for any purpose until there has been an appropriation for that purpose by the Board of 
County Supervisors.
