Economic Indicators

Employment

Prince William County’s average annual 2003 unemployment rate was 3.2%. The unemployment rate continues to
remain below national and state averages. The annual average unemployment ratein Virginiain 2002 was 4.1%, and in
the United States, the overall rate was 6.0%.

Retail outlets, government agencies, and the services sector are the greatest source of employment within Prince William
County. Employment in the retail/wholesale industry represents 20.3% in 2002, the latest year of available data. The
services sector has shown the greatest rate of increase, moving from 15.0% of the labor market in 1986 to 34.4% in
2002. While government is one of the leading sources of employment, this sector showed the greatest percentage
decrease. Employment in this sector shifted from 26.0% in 1986 to 22.0% in 2002.

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Real Estate Development

The total inventory of commercial and industrial space (excluding hotels) is approximately 40.3 million square feet.
The make-up of the commercial and industrial space in Prince William is 51.6% retail, 27.8% industrial, and 20.6%
office. Table 1 shows new office, industrial and retail space construction from 1990 through 2003.

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Real Estate Tax Base

Between 2003 and 2004, the total valuation of real estate increased 22.7%. This overall increase was the net result of
a 15.2% increase in average value of existing commercial and residential property and a 7.5% increase from new
residential and commercial construction and rezoning. New housing units constructed in 2003 included 78% assessed
at over $200,000. Thetotal real estate assessments in Prince William County increased from $27.2 billion in tax year
2003 to $33.3 hillion in tax year 2004.

The FY 05 estimate for current real estate taxes uses the $1.07 per $100 of assessed value real estate tax adopted by the
Board of County Supervisors. Each penny on the rate generates 3.3 million in real estate revenuein FY 05.

Prince William County continues to have a heavy reliance on residential real estate. In 2004, the commercia property
represented 14.4% of the real estate tax base. However, through the County’s economic development plan and its on-
going aggressive implementation of that plan, the County anticipates the expansion and diversification of its economic
base. Expansion and further diversification of the tax base through commercial and industrial development will provide
further employment stability, reduce the tax burden on individual taxpayers, and reduce the County’s reliance on real
estate tax revenue.

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Housing Char acteristics
There were 98,052 housing units in the County as of April 1, 2000, according to the Census 2000. The number of
housing units in the County has grown over 31% since 1990 when there were 74,759 units.

As of March 15, 2004, there were an estimated 115,680 housing units in Prince William County. This represents an
additional 17,628 units since April 2000.

Of the total number of housing units in the County, it is estimated that 65,435 (56.8%) are single-family detached;
30,997 (26.8%) are townhouses; and 19,248 (16.6%) are units in multi-family structures.

According to the Census Bureau’'s 2002 American Community Survey, the median value of owner-occupied housing
units in Prince William County was approximately $203,393 in 2002. This is higher than the Virginia average of
$145,437 and the U.S. average of $136,929.

Asof March 15, 2004 there were an estimated 111,517 households (occupied housing units) in Prince William County.
According to the Census Bureau’'s 2002 American Community Survey, more than 76% of the County’s households are
occupied by families and approximately 46% are households with children under 18 years old living in them. Prince
William County’s average household size is 2.94 persons, which is down from 3.04 persons per household in 1990.

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Population Growth

The County has experienced one of the most rapid population growths in the nation for the last quarter century. As of
the 2000 Census, Prince William had the third largest population of any jurisdiction in Virginia. Between the 1990 and
2000 Censuses, the County grew 30.2%, from 215,686 to 280,813 (population figures as of April 1, 2000). Please note
that for budget purposes, the FY 00 population total used is 286,079 and is based on a June 15, 2000 estimate. The
current projected population statistics are listed in the tables on page 141.

According to the 2000 Census, 30.4% of Prince William County’s population is less than 18 years old. Of the 30.4%
below the age of 18, atotal of 55,139 students were registered in Prince William County Public Schools in the 2000/
2001 school year. A total of 60,229 students were registered in the 2002/2003 school year, an increase of 9.2% or 5,090
students. The Prince William County public school system reported that as of February 27, 2004, a total of 63,783
students were enrolled in public schools in the County, an increase of 5.9% or 3,554 students. It is estimated that the
County will have 65,692 students for the 2004/2005 school year, an increase of 3% or 1,909 students.

County residents comprise one of the best educated and most highly skilled work forcesin the nation. According to the
2003 Citizens Survey, 30.4% of County residents have some college, while 25.6% have a college degree, and 19.6%
have or have additional work towards an advanced degree.

Median Income

According to the U.S. Census Bureau's model-based income statistics for 2002, the median household income for
Prince William County was $70,334. That figure is 42.5% higher than the 1990 Census, showing an actual median
income of $49,370. The new estimate is more than double the median income earned by residents as observed in the
1980 Census. The median household income for Prince William County is higher than the median income for the
Commonwealth of Virginia. The U.S. Census Bureau's model-based income estimate for the Commonwealth of Virginia
in 2002 was $48,986.

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Indicator s of Financial Condition

The County’s financial condition has remained sound in spite of the leveling of growth in real estate revenues and
continued growth in population and school enrollment. A few indicators of financial condition are presented in Table 3.
More detailed financial information isavailablein the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) and the FITNIS,
or Financial Trends Report, available from the Finance Department.

Onekey financial factor isthe amount of funds unexpended and available to finance future operations or to provide for
unforeseen expenditures. There are restrictions on all of these funds except the undesignated fund balance. The
County’s FY 02 undesignated general fund balance has increased significantly to 6.5% as a percent of general fund
revenues.

A second measure of financial condition is the County’s debt ratios. The measure shown in Table 3 is the amount of
debt service as a percent of annual revenues. Debt service as a percent of revenue has been declining since FY 95.
County policies require that the amount of debt service not exceed 10.0% of annual revenues. The ratio of actual
revenuesto revenue estimates highlightsthe accuracy of the County’srevenue estimates. Accurate estimates enable the
County to better plan its expenditures and provide consistent services to its citizens.

Thebond rating isreflective of the commercial financial marketplace’s perception of the economic, administrative, and
character strengths of the County. The County received abond rating upgrade in FY 00 to AA+/Aal.

Spending Adjustment for Inflation

It is widely recognized that inflation reduces the purchasing power of a dollar, and growth in the population of a
community increases demands for services. Table 4 illustrates the per capitalessinflation expenditures between FY 95
and FY 05 for the Genera Fund.

From FY 97 to FY 05, budgeted expenditures per capita increased in al major service areas except administration,
which experienced approximately a 10.4% decrease in per capita spending. Overall budgeted expenditures per capita,
adjusted for inflation, increased 26.22% between FY 97 and FY 05.

Employees per 1,000 residents declined in the mid and late 1990's due to County population rising much faster than
staffing. Prince William County has 9.42 employees per 1,000 residents for FY 05, bringing the ratio closer to the
reported figureswhen the decline started in FY 95. Staffing, however, has been increasing since FY 00, duein large part
to public safety initiatives. Between FY 94 and FY 05 the number of employees increased from 2,349.10 to 3,242.16.

Thisisan average rate of increase of 0.5% per year over
the past thirteen Fiscal Years. During that same period the population in the County increased from 225,735in FY 92to
aprojected 344,300 for FY 05 for a52.5% increase. Thisis an average rate of increase of 4.0% per year over the past
thirteen Fiscal Years.
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Thefollowing graph showsthe cost per capitaof the County Budgetsfor FY 05 when adjusted for inflation isapproximately
11.5% greater than the cost per capitain FY 92. Thisisan averagerate of increase of 0.9% per year over the past thirteen
Fiscal Years. During that same period the population in the County increased from 225,735 in FY 92 to a projected
344,300 for FY 05 for a52.5% increase. Thisisan averagerate of increase of 4.0% per year over the past thirteen Fiscal
