Animal Cruelty Investigation - On April 14, Animal Control Officers concluded an
investigation into animal cruelty that was reported to have occurred at the Riverside

The treatment of the living animals and the necropsies of the deceased reptiles
revealed the animals had not received proper care for an extended amount of time. Following the
investigation, the accused, identified as Paul Michael BALLETTO, was charged.
