• Manassas Mall – PWHD: 

• Monday through Saturday, 1,100 doses per day

• Will continue to offer same-day on-site / walk-up registration if there 
are empty appointment slots.

• Community Vaccination Center – Gander Mountain Site 

• 3,000 second doses per day Monday through Saturday ending 5/29

• Up to 1,000 first doses per day through 5/8

• Requesting that the State make Johnson and Johnson doses available 
for 5/10 – 5/29, if supply allows.

• Safeway at Veteran’s Memorial Park: approx. 1,000 Pfizer first 
doses and 400 second doses

• All three of these clinic locations will switch from pre-registration
to open registration on vaccinefinder.org this week.
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Vaccination Distribution Updates

• The Prince William Health District has been authorized to resume 
use of Johnson and Johnson vaccine by the Virginia Department of 
Health.

• Will require an informed consent document acknowledging the 
extremely rare chance of complications from blood clots and the 
opportunity to receive a different vaccine instead.

• The volume of Pfizer and Moderna will continue to be limited 
through early May.
