FDA Authorizes And CDC Recommends A Second Booster For Older
People And Certain Immunocompromised Individuals

On March 29, 2022, the F.D.A. authorized a second booster dose of either the Pfizer-
BioNTech vaccine or the Moderna vaccine (mMRNA vaccines) for older people and
certain immunocompromised individuals.

e FDA amended the emergency use authorization and CDC updated guidance:

e People ages 12 years and older who are moderately or severely immunocompromised
may choose to receive a second booster dose using an mRNA COVID-19 vaccine at
least 4 months after the first booster dose.

e Adults ages 50 years and older who are not moderately or severely
immunocompromised may choose to receive a second booster dose using an mRNA
COVID-19 vaccine at least 4 months after the first booster dose.

e Adults ages 18—49 years who are not moderately or severely immunocompromised and
who received Janssen COVID-19 Vaccine as both their primary series dose
and booster dose may receive a second booster dose using an mRNA COVID-19 vaccine
at least 4 months after the first Janssen booster dose.

o If the adult is ages 18-49 and received a J&J primary dose and an
mRNA booster, no 2nd booster is currently recommended.

o If the adult is ages 50+ and received a J&J primary dose and an mRNA booster,
they can receive a 2nd mRNA booster 4 months after the previous booster dose.
